GUIDANCE FOR INDIVIDUAL APPLICANTS

The Foundation makes grants to those training to be teachers and others working in education.  Those training to teach religious education are our highest priority, but we also make grants to those intending to teach other subjects.  We also make grants to students on first degree courses and some further education courses in other subjects, but we cannot make grants to those taking courses specifically for other careers, such as accountancy, business, IT, law and medicine.  We regret that grants are very rarely available to overseas students because of the very high fees and costs involved.  Completed application forms should be returned by 31 March 2015, as these stand a better chance of success, but we will consider applications received during April and May for as long as funds are available (final deadline 31 May 2015).  Application forms may be sent by post or email.

Eligibility Criteria

Grants are available to students in the following categories for study in the United Kingdom, and priority is given to Religious Education courses:

· students and teaching assistants taking teaching qualifications*, or first degrees leading to a teaching qualification.

· teachers, teaching assistants and others in an educational capacity seeking professional development through full-time or part-time courses.

· those undertaking research related to the practice of Religious Education in schools or further / higher education

· students taking other first degree courses, or courses in further education.

· others involved in teaching and leading in voluntary, non-statutory education, including those concerned with adult and Christian education.

*Grants are not usually awarded for the first year of a 3 or 4 year course, although exceptions may be made for mature students. All grants are subject to the applicant's financial need.

Small grants for gap year projects with an educational focus are also available for young people but only if their home is in the Dioceses of Chelmsford and St Albans (approximately Bedfordshire, Essex, Hertfordshire, Luton, and the London Boroughs of Barking & Dagenham, Havering, Newham, Redbridge & Waltham Forest). We do not have sufficient funds to help students in other parts of the UK.


The following are NOT normally eligible for grants:
· Teachers who intend moving out of the profession.

· Those training for ordination or mission, or clergy who wish to improve their own qualifications, unless they are also involved in teaching in schools.

· Courses in counselling, therapy, or social work.

· Training for other professions, such as accountancy, business, law, or medicine.

· Courses or visits abroad, including "gap" year courses (other than detailed above).
· The education of children at primary or secondary school.
· Those training to teach English as an additional language.

To save costs, we cannot acknowledge the receipt of application forms.  Applications which are clearly excluded by the criteria will NOT be considered and may not receive a reply. The Grants Committee considers the great majority of applications which meet the criteria, and you will normally hear the result of your application in July.  
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
