4. To assist you in making a submission the judges have identified the criteria that they will use in assessing your entry and these are reproduced below:

This prize will be awarded to the school / RE Department / RE Teacher that has demonstrated the ability to deliver a new and exciting module or course of study on religion or religions which is based on sound educational principles, is at an appropriate level for the children’s development stage and encourages both critical thinking and enjoyment of the work.

There will be a prize awarded in both the Primary and Secondary sectors.

These are the criteria by which the work submitted will be judged:

A. Focus of the Prize

The Prize is to be awarded to entries that have a depth of theological and/or spiritual and/or moral vision that is communicated to the children and young people through the materials and examples used. It is not the intention that the Prize should necessarily be for teaching a specific aspect of Christianity, nor that it should focus on the six principal religions in Great Britain.
B. General

1. Does it reflect the aims of the current Primary Curriculum and, or the Secondary Curriculum?

2. Does it enable children and young people to learn about and from Religion?

3. Is it original, fresh and does it engage the children and young people irrespective of their background or capacity?

4. Does it give the children and young people the opportunity to consider controversial and difficult issues?
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C. Specific

1. Innovation – is it a new way of thinking about a topic or area?  Does it breathe new life into an RE topic?

2. Usefulness in the classroom – how useful and workable are the new materials, interpretation or methodology on a grassroots classroom level?  Can they be easily used in a classroom setting?

3. Accessibility – is it easily accessible for the non-specialist RE Teacher?

4. Creative – does it provide opportunities for creative skills, presentation skills, written skills and oral skills to be explored and developed?

5. Presentation and assessment – does it show imagination and innovation in these areas?

6. Inclusive – does it provide original and interesting ways of differentiating to extend the most able and include the least able children?

7. Original – the work submitted should not have won prizes in other spheres.
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
